It was then
moved by Felton Galiano, seconded by Euzebe Chauest and duly passed
that the two bids be taken under advisement to be tabulated by the
firm of Dawson, Gilbert & Pilcher, Baton Rouge, Loulisiana, such
tabulation report to be forwarded to the Board of the Greater Lafourche
Port Commission within thirty (30) days, and to each bidder as to
acceptance or rejection, '

Sealed bids for the purchase, or rental, or rental purchase of
five mobile transmitter and receiver two-way radio units were opened
in the following order: Motorola Communications and Electronics, Inc,
Metairie, Loulsiana, and Hamilton Bgdio Communications, Houma, Louilslana.
It was moved by Jessie Savole and seconded by Jessie Guidry and duly
passed that the two bids be taken under advisement, and bldders to be
notified as to acceptance or rejection.
