The Greater Lafourche Port Commission was duly convened by Hon.
A, O. Rappeélet, President, who announced the purpose of the meeting in
accordance with the aforesaid written notice thereof, and then stated that
the Commission was ready for the transaction of business.

On motion duly made by Dudley Bernard, seconded by Daize Cheramie
and unanimously carried, it was moved that the board dispense with the
reading of the minutes of the meeting of December 23, 1964,

The President then brought up the fact that two vacancies existed
in the officers of the board. These two vacancies being created by the
resignation of Leo J. Theriot, Former Vice President and Gilmore Pitre,
former Treasurer. After discussion of the vacancies it was moved by
Dr. J. A. Gravois, seconded by Daize Cheramie, that Felton Galliano be
nominated for Vice President. There being no other nominations, Felton
Galliano WasS elected Vice President of the Greater Lafourche Port
Commission by acclaimation.

With Felton Galllano's election of Vice President, the office of
Secretary was vacated. It was then moved by Felton Galliano and seconded
by Euzebe Chouest that Daize Cheramie be nominated for Secretary. There
being no other nominations, Dalize Cheramie was elected Secretary of the
Greater Lafourche Port Commission by acclaimation.

It was then moved by Dr. Gravols and seconded by Earl Angelle that
Euzebe Chouest be nominated for Treasurer. There being no other nomina-
tions, Euzebe Chouest was elected Treasurer of the Greater Lafourche
Port Commission, by acclaimation.
