PROCLAMATION

WHEREAS, a vacancy exists in the office of Member of the Greater Lafourche Port
Commission, caused by the death of Mr. Norman Doucet; and

WHEREAS, The constitution and laws of Louisiana provide that such vacancy be filled by
election,

NOW THEREFORE, We, the Board of Commissioners of the Greater Lafourche Port Commission,
do hereby proclaim that the election for the vacant Port Commission seat
shall coincide with the upcoming state-wide elections.

k_J The election herein called, noticed, provided for, and proclaimed shall
have qualification dates of August 6 thru August 10, 1979, primary election
on October 27, 1979, and general election on December 8, 1979, at the times,
places and manner prescribed by law.
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The following Ordinance was presented by Pye Theriot who moved its adoption, and
was seconded by Ted Martin.

ORDINANCE NO. 33

An ordinance levying and imposing taxes on all the property
subject to taxation in thePort Area of the Greater Lafourche
S Port Commission of the State of Louisiana for the year 1979

Be it ordained by the Greater Lafourche Port Commission of the State
of Louisiana acting as the governing authority of its Port Area:

Section 1. That acting under the authority of a special election held
in the Port Area of the Greater Lafourche Port Commission of the State of
Louisiana, (consisting of the entire Tenth Ward of the Parish of Lafourche,
State of Louisiana, as the boundaries and limits of said ward existed on the
date of the creation of said Commission) on April 8, 1961, a special tax of
five (5) mills on the dollar of the assessed valuation of all the taxable
property in said Port Area, which millage has been reduced 13% (Sheriff's
allotment) to 4.26 mills by Act 689 of the 1976 Louisiana Legislature, be and
the same is hereby levied, assessed and imposed on all of said property for the
year 1979, for the needs and lawful purposes of said Commission.

Section 2. That acting under the authority of Act Number 322 of the
Regular Session of 1970 of the Legislature of the State of Louisiana, the
Greater Lafourche Port Commission (consisting of the entire Tenth Ward of the
Parish of Lafourche, State of Louisiana, as the bo-ndaries and limits of said
ward existed on the date of the creation of said Commission) is accordingly
authorized to levy a two and one-half (2%) mill ad-valorem tax, which millage
has been reduced 13% (Sheriff's Allotment) to 2.13 mills by Act 689 of the 1976
Louisiana Legislature, to defray maintenance and operation costs and expenses,
and the 2.175 mill tax on the dollar of the assessed valuation of all the taxable
property in said Port Area be and the same is hereby levied, assessed, and imposed
on all of said property for the year 1979, for the needs and lawful purposes of
said Commission as set out in said act.

Section 3. That the proper administrative officers of the Parish of
Lafourche, Louisiana, be and they are hereby empowered, authorized and directed
to spread said tax, as hereinablve set forth, upon the assessment roll of said
Parish of the year 1979, and to make the collection of the tax imposed for
and on behalf of said Commission according to law, and that the tax herein
levies shall become a permanent lien and privilege on all property subject to
taxation as herein set forth, and the collection thereof shall be enforceable
in the manner provided by law. '

Section 4. That this ordinance shall be published in "The Lafourche COMET"
a newspaper published in the City of Thibodaux, Louisiana, in the manner provided
by law.

This ordinance having been submitted in writing, having been read and
adopted by sections at a public meeting of said Commission was then submitted

to an official vote as a whole, the vote thereon being as follows:
