OFFICIAL PROCEEDINGS OF THE GREATER LAFOURCHE PORT COMMISSION
FEBRUARY 8, 1983

The Greater Lafourche Port Commission of the State of Louisiana met in regu-
lar session in the Conference Room of the Commission Administration Building
in Galliano, Louisiana, on Tuesday, February 8, 1983, at 10:30 AM pursuant
to the provision of due notice given in writing to each and every member
thereof and duly posted in the manmner provided by law.

There were present: Harrison Cheramie, Jr., Anthony Toups, Louis Chabert,
Tomey Doucet, Robert Champagne, Murphy Cheramie, Dud-
ley Bernard and Roland Guidry

There was absent: = Vhores Trosclair, Jr.

President Tomey Doucet convened the meeting and announced the purpose there-
of in accordance with the aforesaid written notice.

On motion by Harrison Cheramie, Jr., seconded by Robert Champagne and unani-
mously passed, the minutes of the regular meeting of January 11, 1983 were
approved.

On motion by Louis Chabert, seconded by Harrison Cheramie, Jr. and unanimous-
ly passed, the Board approved the Financial Statement for January, 1983.

On motion by Dudley Bernard, seconded by Roland Guidry and unanimously passed
the payment of all invoices received during the previous month was approved.

The following ordinance was presented by Director Falgout; Roland Guidry
moved its adoption, seconded by Dudley Bernard:

ORDINANCE NO. 41

An ordinance levying and imposing taxes on all property sub-
Ject to taxation in the Port Area of the Greater Lafourche
Port Commission of the State of Louisiana for the year 1983.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Greater Lafoﬁrche Port Commission of the State
of Louisiana, acting as the governing authority of its Port Area:

SECTION 1. That acting under the authority of a special election held
in the Port Area of the Greater Lafourche Port Commission of the State of Louis-
iana (consisting of the entire Tenth Ward of the Parish of Lafourche, State of
Louisiana, as the boundaries and limits of said ward existed on the date of the



creation of said Commission) on April 8, 1961, a special tax of five (5)
mills on the dollar of the assessed valuation of all the taxable property
in said Port Area, which millage has been reduced to 4.26 mills by Act 689
of the 1976 Louisiana Legislature, be and the same is hereby levied, as-
sessed and imposed on all of said property for the year 1983, for the needs
and lawful purposes of said Commission.

SECTION 2. That acting under the authority of Act No. 322 of the
Regular Session of 1970 of the Legislature of the State of Louisiana, the
Greater Lafourche Port Commission (consisting of the entire Tenth Ward of
the Parish of Lafourche, STate of Louisiana, as the boundaries and limits
of said ward existed on the date of the creation of said Commission) is ac-
cordingly authorized to levy a two and one-half (2 1/2) mill ad-valorem tax
which millage has been reduced to 2.13 mills by Act 433 of 1981, to defray
maintenance and operation costs and expenses, of the assessed valuation of
all the taxable property in said Port Area be and the same is hereby levied,
assessed and imposed on all of said property for the year 1983, for the needs
and lawful purposes of said Commission as set out in said Act.

SECTION 3. That the proper administrative officers of the Parish of
Lafourche, louisiana, be and they are hereby empowered, authorized and di-
rected to spread said tax, as hereinabove set forth, upon the assessment roll
of said Parish for the year 1983, and to make the collection of the tax im-
posed for and on behalf of said Commission according to law, and that the
tax herein levied shall become a permanent lien and privilege on all proper-
ty subject to taxation as herein set forth, and the collection thereof shall
be enforceable in the manner provided by law.

SECTION 4. That this ordinance shall be published in "THE LAFOURCHE
COMET", a newspaper published in the City of Thibodaux, Louisiana, in the
manner provided by law. '

This ordinance, having been submitted in writing, having been read
and adopted by sections at a public meeting of said Commission, was then
~submitted to an official vote as a whole, the vote thereon being as follows:

YEAS: Eight (8)
NAYS: None (0)
ABSENT: One (1)

And the ordinance was declared adopted on this 8th day of February,
- 1983.

Director Falgout reported that shells had been put over the mats in
the commercial marina. The contractor is in the process of building the
first wharf. Director Falgout further reported that the marina should be
completed by the end of March. Board Member Gudiry suggested that the Port
Commission have a dedication just before the opening of trawling season.
President Doucet appointed Roland Guidry and Robert Champagne to work with
Director Falgout to plan the dedication. Discussion was held in connection
with a lighting system for the marina. The Board authorized Director Falgout
to contact the proper people to get cost estimates, etec.
