OFFICIAL PROCEEDINGS OF THE GREATER LAFOURCHE PORT COMMISSION
MARCH 8, 1983

The Greater Lafourche Port Commission of the State of lLouisiana met in regu-
lar session in the Conference Room of the Commission Administration Building
in Galliano, Louisiana, on Tuesday, March 8, 1983, at 10:30 AM pursuant to
the provision of due notice given in writing to each and every member there-
of and duly posted in the manner provided by law.

President Tomey Doucet convened the meeting and announced the purpose there-
of in accordance with the aforesaid written notice.

On motion by Harrison Cheramie, Jr., seconded by Robert Champagne and unani-
mously passed, themlnutes of the regular meeting of February 8, 1983 were ap-

On motion by Louis Chabert, seconded by Harrison Cheramie, Jr. and unanimous-
ly passed, the Financial Statement for February, 1983 was approved.

On motion by lLouis Chabert, seconded by Anthony Toups and unanimously passed,
the payment of all invoices received during the month was-approved.

Upon motion by Vhores Trosclair, Jr., seconded by Louis Chabert and unanimous-
ly approved, the request for a letter of no objection from Raymond Melancon
was tabled until a further study is made of the situation.

Director Falgout introduced Mrs. Marion Richoux, Director of The Center, who
extended an invitation to the Board to a recepiton being held on March 16,
1983 at The Center for five people walking the length of La. #1 from Rodessa,
Louisiana to Grand Isle. This walk is being held to publicize the Interna-
tional Special Olympics to be held in Baton Rouge this summer. Mrs. Richoux
then introduced Mrs. Betty Robert who further explained about the walk and

" the Special Olympics.

In connection with the Commercial Marina, Engineer Plaisance reported that
the project should be completed by March 18th. Engineer Plaisance reported
that he had contacted an LP&L representative about providing a lighting sys-
tem for the marina. The representative informed Mr. Plaisance that they
would hook up the system but a private contractor would have to be hired to
put the lights up. Mr. Plaisance informed the Board that he had contacted



Mr. Jervis Autin of Plaisance Dragline about a cost estimate for a lighting
,,jj,,,,_,f,,vwfwstem in the marina. The estimate is as follows: 10-60' poles (one at each
i wharf and one on each end of the bulkhead along the back side of the marina)
with sodium 400 watt lights, underground conduit pipe, two switch timers,
switch box and all other labor, equipment and materials necessary to fully

complete the job for $28,075.00.

Upon motion by Louis Chabert, seconded by Robert Champagne and unanimously
passed, the Board accepted the estimate of Plaisance Dragling & Dredging Co.
as Change Order #4 and authorized Engineer Plaisance to advise the company
to commence work.

Director Falgout reported that he has been working on the dedication of the
marina. Upon motion by Vhores Trosclair, Jr., seconded by Robert Champagne
and unanimously approved, the Board agreed to dedicate the new commercial
fishermen's marina in honor of deceased Board member Nerby Collins. The new
marina will now be known as the Nerby Collins Commercial Fishermen's Marina.
