OFFICIAL PROCEEDINGS OF THE GREATER LAFOURCHE PORT COMMISSION

JUNE 21, 1983

The Greater Lafourche Port Commission of the State of Lousiiana met in =
regular session in the Conference Room of the Commission Administration
Building in Galliano, Louisiana, on Tuesday, June 21, 1983, at 10:30 A.
M. pursuant to the provision of due notice given in writing to each and
every member thereof and duly posted in the manner provided by law.

There were present: Roland J. Guidry, Harrison Cheramie, Jr., Louis Cha-
bert, Dudley Bernard, Murphy J. Cheramie and Vhores
Trosclair, Jr.

There were absent: Tomey J. Doucet, Robert Champagne and Anthony Toups

In the absence of the President, Vice President Roland Guidry convened
the meeting and announced the purpose thereof in accordance with the afore-
said written notice.

On motion by Harrison Cheramie, Jr., seconded by Louis Chabert and unani-
mously passed, the minutes of the regular meeting of May 10, 1983 were ap-
proved.

On motion by Dudley Bernard, seconded by Murphy J. Cheramie and unanimous-
ly passed, the minutes of the special meeting of June 1, 1983 were approved.

On motion by Louis Chabert, seconded by Vhores Trosclair, Jr. and unani-
mously passed, the Board approved the Financial Statements for May, 1983.

On motion by Louis Chabert, seconded by Vhores Trosclair, Jr. and unani-
mously passed, the payment of all invoices received during the previous
month was approved.

Approval of issuance of letters of no objection of the following applicants
was given on motion by Vhores Trosclair, Jr., seconded by Harrison Cheramie,
Jr. and the unanimous consent of the Board:

Commencing his report, Director Falgout reported on the emergency dredging
project for Belle Pass. Director Falgout stated that although the Port
Commission was not eligible for FEMA funds, it is eligible for the Econo-
mic Development Administration grant for Sudden and Severe Economic Dislo-
cation (SSED). Through the efforts of Governor Treen and Mr. Donald Bol-
linger, a pre-application was sent to the Regional Office in Austin (which
was approved) and the formal application is now in Washington. Director
Falgout contacted our congressional delegation and Belle Pass users for as-



sistance in the application for funds. Our congressional delegation has
drafted a letter in support of our application and will be meeting with
EDA representatives. Director Falgout reported that he was optimistic
that this project can be funded, but in order to have the pass dredged
by winter, the source of funding has to be determined by July. Member
Harrison Cheramie, Jr. inquired as to the disposal of the sand to be re-
moved. Director Falgout informed him that the sand will be placed on the
west side of the jetty in a spoil area the Port has permitted. He fur-
ther impressed upon the Board the need to get public assistance for this
program.

Director Falgout reported to the Board that Senator Chabert has a bill now
in the Senate (which passed the House and Senate Finance Committee) to de-
lay the 1970 bond payment for 1983 of approximately $200,000.00 for one
year. '

Director Falgout stated that he had inquired into hiring a port attorney
and recommended to the Board that George Ledet, Jr. be hired under contract.
Upon motion by Louis Chabert, seconded by Harrison Cheramie, Jr. and unani-
mously passed, the Board of Commissioners does hereby hire George J. Ledet,

Jr., Attorney at Law, as the port attorney (under contract).

Director Falgout reported that the purchase of the property behind the Com-
mission building has been executed. The property has been cleared for fu-
ture use.

In connection with the hurricane floodgates, Director Falgout reported that
he had written a letter to the Corps of Engineers expressing the Port's con-
cern about the depth of the Larose floodgate. One of the problems with the
Golden Meadow floodgate was the depth of the by-pass channel. However,even
though a formal response has not been received, Director Falgout was informed
that the larose by-pass channel will be deeper.

Continuing his report, Director Falgout reported that there has not been as
many problems as anticipated in the Commercial Marina. Superintendent Picou
reported that there have been no major problems. Discussion followed in con-
nection with boats using the new marina and also boats docking along the bank
of the old A. J. Estay Road with booms down. Director Falgout informed the
Board that there is a federal law which prohibits vessels from having "pro-
trusions" from the vessel when same comes inside a pass. However, it is not
enforced in Louisiana. He suggested to the Board that the Port Commission
either enforce the law or abandon the road by removing the culvert. Discus-
sion followed in connection therewith. Upon motion by Louis Chabert, second-
ed by Vhores Trosclair, Jr. and unanimously passed, the Board of Commissioners
does hereby condemn and abandon old A. J. Estay Road (by removing the exist-
ing culvert) because of its hazardous condition. Said road will be considered
to be abandoned by July 1, 1983. The public will be so notified.

Director Falgout informed the Board that a new lease has been negotiated with
Dowell which will terminate the three leases presently in effect. These leas-
es expire in 1986 with no provisions for any extended terms. Some of the ma-

- jor terms in the new lease are that the present rental will continue in ef-

fect until December, 1983, then every year until 1986 the rental will escalate
by 2%. From 1986 on, the rental will then escalate 5% per year. Upon motion
by Dudley Bernard, seconded by Murphy Cheramie and unanimously passed, the
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
