OFFICIAL PROCEEDINGS OF THE GREATER LAFOURCHE PORT COMMISSION
JULY 12, 1994

The Board of Commissioners of the Greater Lafourche Port Commission
met in regular session in the Conference Room of the Commission
Administration Building in Galliano, Louisiana, on Tuesday, July
12, 1994, at 10:30 AM pursuant to the provision of due notice in
writing to each and every member thereof and duly posted in the
manner provided by law.

President Doucet called the meeting to order and, in the absence
of Secretary Harrison Cheramie, requested that Board Member Rodney
Terrebonne call the roll.

PRESENT: Rodney Terrebonne, Vinton Crosby, Brent Duet, Tomey
Doucet, Robert Champagne, Dudley Bernard, Donald Vizier
and Larry Griffin

ABSENT: Harrison Cheramie, Jr.

Also present were Ted M. Falgout, Executive Director; John J.
Plaisance, Marco Picciola II and Larry J. Picciola, Port Engineers;
George J. Ledet, Jr., Port Attorney; Gerald A. Guidry, Harbor
Police Chief; and Louverda Duet, Port Secretary.

President Doucet requested that Board Member Duet lead in the
recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.

Upon motion by Donald J. Vizier, seconded by Vinton J. Crosby, and
unanimously passed, the minutes of the regular meeting of June 14,
1994 were approved.

EXECUTIVE:

President Doucet informed the Board that Nolty J. Theriot, Inc. has
requested to transfer its leases to Gulf Star Holdings, who would
then assign same to Fourchon Quick Repair, Inc. Upon motion by
Dudley Bernard, seconded by Robert M. Champagne and unanimously
passed, the Board of Commissioners does hereby approve the request
by Nolty J. Theriot, Inc. to transfer its leases to Gulf Star
Holdings, with assignment of same to Fourchon Quick Repair, Inc.

President Doucet informed the Board that they will need to
establish an ordinance implementing our electronically filed
tariff. Director Falgout explained that the FMC now requires that
all tariffs be electronically filed. Our tariff has been filed and
there is a need to implement an ordinance enforcing the rules and
regulations including therein. The ordinance will be prepared and
presented at the next meeting.



The following resolution was presented by Robert M. Champagne, who
moved for its adoption, seconded by Donald Vizier and unanimously
adopted:

BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Commissioners that Ted M. Falgout,
Executive Director, is hereby authorized and directed to sign any
and all contracts with the LA Dept. of Transportation & Development
pertaining to the DEEP WATER DRAFT BERTHING FACILITIES funded in
part through the Port Construction and Development Priority
Program.

In connection with the bayou clean up, President Doucet reported
that the contractor, Plaisance Dragline, had removed 18 concrete

_ slabs totaling 13,428 sq. ft. at a cost of $2,380, and 348 pilings,

23 old wharves, 2 old boats and several fallen trees, logs and
other trash at a cost of $7,735, for a total cost of $10,115.

LEGAL, PERMITS & WATERWAYS:

Upon motion by Robert M. Champagne, seconded by Larry J. Griffin
and unanimously passed, the Board of Commissioners does hereby
approve sending letters of no objection to the following
applicants:

Greenhill Petroleum Corporation
Central Crude, Inc.

Board Member Vinton Crosby reported that the markers and day buoys
in the channel from Grand Isle to Rattlesnake Bayou were pulled
out. Harbor Police Chief Guidry was requested to contact the Coast
Guard to ascertain the reason why. Director Falgout spoke to Rep.
Billy Tauzin and he was not aware that this had occurred.
Discussion followed.

In connection with the channel connecting Havoline Canal to the
Houma Navigational Channel, Director Falgout stated that Rep.
Tauzin wrote to the Coast Guard asking them to research the
feasibility of re-establishing navigational aids in the channel.
They have not yet received a response. Discussion followed.

CONSTRUCTION & DEVELOPMENT :

Chairman Bernard stated that Bollinger was interested in leasing
additional property and asked that Director Falgout explain
further. Director Falgout stated that the multi-use dock had been
divided into four tracts and Bollinger had previously leased two
and was now requesting to lease an additional tract. They will
establish a floating drydock facility to service large deep draft-
type vessels. Upon motion by Dudley Bernard, seconded by Donald
J. Vizier and unanimously passed, the Board of Commissioners does
hereby approve leasing Tract C of the Multi-Use Dock Facility to
Bollinger Fourchon L.C.C.
