Be it ordained by the Greater Lafourche Port Commission of the State of wum.
acting as mwnmmya its port area:

Section 1. That acting under the authority of a special election held in the part
area of the Greater Lafourche Port Commission of the State of Louisiana (conststing of |
the entire tonth ward of the Parish of Lafourche, State of L:uisiana, as the boundsries
and limits of said ward existed on the date of the creation of said Commission), on
April 8, 1961, a special tax of five (5) mills on the dollar of the assessad valuation of
all the taxable property in said port area be and the same is hereby levied, assessed
and imposed on all of said property for the yesr 1928, for the needs and lawful purposes
é! said Commission,

Section 2. That the proper administrative officers of the Parish of Lafourche,
