An ordinance levying and imposing taxes on all the property
subject to taxation in the Port Area of the Greater Lafourche
Port Commission of the State of Louisiana for the year 1978

ﬁe it ordained by the Greater Lafourche Port Commission of the State
of Louisiana acting as the governing authority of its Port Area:

Section 1. That acting under the authority of a special election held
.in the Port Are4 of the'Greatef Lafourche Port Commission of the State of
Louisiana, (consistingrof the entire Tenth Ward of the Parish of Lafourche,
- State of Louisiana, as the boﬁndarieg and limits of said ward existed‘on the
daté of the creation of said‘Commissién) on Abril 8, 1961, a épecial‘tax of
five (5) mills on the doliér of the assessed valuation of all thebtax;ble
property in said Port Area, which millégé ﬁas been reduced 13Z:(Shériff's
allotment) to ;éégélnills by Act 689 of the 1976 Louisiana Legislature, be ‘and
the same is hereby levied, assessed and imposed on all of said property for.theu
‘year'_lgz_, for the ngeds and 1éwfu1 pﬁrposés of said Commission.‘>

Section 2. That acting under the authoriﬁy of Act Number 322 of the
Regulaf Session of 1970 of the Legislature of the State of Louisiana, the
‘Greater Lafourche Port Cémmission (consisting‘of the entire Tenth Wérd of the
Parish of Lafourche, State of Louisiana, as the boundaries and limits of saié
ward existed on the date of the creation of said Commission) is accordingly
authorized to levy a two and one-half (2%) mill ad-valorem tax, which millage
has been reduced 13% (Sheriff's Allotment) to 2.13nﬁlls by Act 689 of the 1976
Louisiana Legislature, to éefray maintenance and operation costé and expenses,
and the2.175 mill tax on the dollar of the‘assessed valuation of all the taxable
property in said Port Area be and the same is hereby levied, assessed and imposed
on all of said property for the year 1978 , for the needs and lawful purposes
of said Commission as set out in saidvact.

Section 3. That the proper administrative officers of thg Parish of

Lafourche, Louisiana, be and they are hereby empowered, authorized and directed

to spread sald tax, as hereinabove set forth, upon the assessment roll of said

Parish of the yecar 1978 , and to make the collection of the tax imposedﬁfor
