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LA1 Coalition Breaks Ground on $141 Million Segment

Champions of the LAL Project
gathered at Port Fourchon this Spring
to break ground on construction of a
two-lane elevated highway between
Leeville and Port Fourchon. The 5.3
mile, 40-foot wide highway will be
constructed south of Leeville to
LA3090 at Port Fourchon by James
Construction Group LLC for
$137,479,548. The existing LA1 is
prone to flooding because of subsi-
dence and coastal erosion, but the
new road will have an elevation of
22.5 feet and is scheduled to be com-
plete in 2011.

Federal Highway Administrator
Rick Capka flew in from Washington,
D.C., for the event, telling LA1 sup-
porters “LA1 plays an extremely
important role in our nation’s oil and
gas supply and a sudden loss of this
highway would have a significant
impact on the country. Thank you for
what you do on a daily basis to serve
America’s energy needs.”

Governor Blanco
also addressed the
groundbreaking
crowd of 400 saying = e
“This is a smart
investment for
Louisiana in terms of
economic develop-
ment, public safety,
and transportation
access.”

Other speakers at
the April 4th event
included
Congressmen Charlie
Melancon, Louisiana
DOTD Secretary

Commission Executive Director Ted
Falgout, and LA Coalition Executive
Director Henri Boulet.

The Coalition has now focused its
e orts on securing monies for Phase Il
of the LAL Project, the 8.3 miles of ele-
vated replacement highway between
Golden Meadow and Leeville. The
2007 Louisiana State Legislative
Session yielded $2.5 million for Right-
of-Way acquisition funds for this
e ort. The Coalition will work on
securing an estimated $250 million of

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construction funds from federal
resources.

The LA Coalition continues to
promote the need for the highway
project in Washington and throughout
the nation. Recent articles in
Congressional Quarterly Magazine
and national newswire articles by
Reuters and Dow Jones Newswires
help educate the U.S. Congress and
the American public on the impor-
tance of the project to the nation’s

energy supply.

LAl Tra c¢ Counts
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Increased tra ¢ counts continue to
show growth in activity occurring at
Port Fourchon. The June 2007 count
was 2% higher than that of the same
month in 2006, 17% higher than 2005
(pre-Katrina), and 23% higher than
2004. As can be seen, there was a sharp
increase intra ¢ from September 2005
compared with September 2006. This
can be atributed to the large role LAl
played in the recovery of the o shore
energy industry. It was anticipated
that a reduction in tra ¢ would occur
afer 2006, but it appears growth in the
Port has more than o set any loss of
tra c resulting from hurricane recov-

ery.
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South Lafourche Airport Expected to Become Gulf of Mexico’s Airport of Choice

The South Lafourche Leonard
Miller Jr. Airport which was acquired
by the Port Commission in 2002 is a
major support facility for nearby Port
Fourchon, which has dramatically
expanded in recent years to serve the
booming energy industry of the Gulf
Coast.

Companies in Fourchon have
identified the need for adequate air
services in close proximity to
Fourchon to transport specialized
equipment in just-in-time fashion. The
enhanced airfield capabilities will also
help the public sector in times of natu-
ral disasters or national crisis. This
local airport continues to support the
existing Fourchon and Galliano
clients.

Airport Renovations

The South Lafourche Airport has
recently completed major renovations
to its runway. The runway has been
lengthened from 3,800 feet to 6,500
feet, and the entire runway has under-
gone a strengthening overlay project
to accommodate aircraf¥s weighing up
to 75,000 pounds.

The runway was extended in two
phases. The first extension, completed
in April 2006, lengthened the runway
from its original 3,800 feet to 5,000 feet
with a widening of 100 feet included.
The cost of Phase | was $3.5 million,
funded by the Port Commission,
Louisiana Department of
Transportation and Development
(DOTD) and Federal Aviation
Administration (FAA). The second
extension, completed in September
2006, lengthened the runway to 6,500
feet was primarily funded by the Port
Commission at a cost of $1.9 million.

The runway improvements were
not finished until the strengthening
project was completed in May 2007.
At a cost of $3 million, the runway can
now accommodate large aircrafs
weighing up to 75,000 pounds.

New and updated runway light-
ing was installed in June 2007 at a cost
of $700,000 and funded by FAA and
Louisiana DOTD. Approach lighting
for the runway is expected to be in
place in the near future on the south
end of the airfield.

South Lafourche Airport
Receives Airport of the Year

Due to the commission’s commit-
ment to the future of the airport, the
South Lafourche Airport received the
Louisiana Airport of the Year Award
for 2006 given by the FAA in recogni-
tion of the outstanding contribution to
the enhancement of aviation in
Louisiana.

Ted Falgout, Executive Director
said, “This award is a testament to the
hard work and commitment of this
Commission to expanding and devel-
oping the airport. It is because of this
Commission’s willingness to commit
local funding at a greater percentage
than required, that we can account for
the rapid expansion we are experienc-
ing.”

Future Improvement Plans

Future improvements to the air-
port include preparation of the area
next to the runway for a parallel taxi-
way and widening of the safety area
on both sides of the runway by the
end of 2007. Construction of a parallel
taxiway should be constructed in
2008. The Port Commission is antici-
pating money from the FAA and
DOTD to fund this construction.

Upcoming plans include installa-
tion of an Instrument Landing System
which is one of the most precise land-
ing systems available for airports. The
first part of the instrument landing
system is puting in a localizer which
should be installed in 2008 and fund-
ed by DOTD. The South Lafourche
Airport has a GPS approach to the
runway from the north which pilots
are currently using.

Operations at Airport

Even with construction causing
the closure of the runway for periods
of time, there are approximately 800
takeo s and landings at the airport
each month. Three aviation compa-
nies are now located there as well. Of
the 800 per month, Rotorcraf, one of
the aviation companies operating out
of the airport, has about 115 takeo s
and landings a week.



New Airport Manager

In May of
2007, the Port
Commission
hired Jason
Duet as the
new airport
manager. Duet
was born and
raised in Cut
O ,LAand
understands
the community in which he works.
Afer graduating from South
Lafourche High School, he atended
Louisiana Tech University in Ruston
where he received a degree in
Aviation Management in addition to
obtaining his private pilot’s license.
He did an internship and later took a
job at Louis Armstrong New Orleans
International Airport as Operations
Supervisor where he worked for the
last four years.

Duet’s job duties as airport man-
ager include marketing and promo-
tional e orts, responsibility for all air-
port communications between the fed-
eral, state and local government agen-
cies, navigational aids and all runway
issues.

Duet said, “I am thrilled to be
back home and working as the airport
manager of an airport that many see
as the fastest growing airport in
Louisiana. | look forward to the
opportunity to work with all of you in
taking this airport to the next level.”

The Port Commission has also
recently enrolled Duet in the
American Association of Airport
Executives’ (AAAE) Accredited
Airport Executive Program which is a
three year program which includes a
case study and interview by other air-
port executives around the country.

Fixed Base Operator Chosen

In 2002, afer the Port Commission
acquired the airport, an airport master
plan was put together by an outside
firm to give the Commission some
clear future plans for the facility. One
of the items in the master plan was to
hire a private fixed base operator
(FBO) to operate the hangar, 0 ce,
and fuel farm. At the beginning of
2007, with the majority of the runway
expansion projects complete, the Port

Commission decided that it was time
to advertise for an FBO. The Port
Commission’s goal was to find an FBO
that had a proven record of successful
existing and past FBO operations.

James Rome, Director of Finance
and Administration for the Port
Commission said, “Hiring a private
FBO with aviation expertise was
always in our Master Plan, and |
believe that having an FBO at our air-
port will provide beter service to our
current and future tenants.”

The VIH Aviation Group’s sub-
sidiary company, GAO FBO Services,
Inc. became the fixed base operator
(FBO) for the South Lafourche Airport
in July 2007. The VIH Aviation Group
is a Canadian based company and has
been operating out of the South
Lafourche Airport for the last two
years, and has begun work on a state
of the art o shore terminal and
hangar complex at the airport.

The FBO proposal submited by
the VIH Aviation Group stated that
the GAO FBO would develop the air-
port as the central Gulf of Mexico o -
shore oil hub for fixed wing and rotor
wing transfer of parts and personnel.

In the FBO proposal VIH stated,
“The GAO FBO believes in Galliano,
and we believe we have the expertise
and ambition to make the airport one
of the best in the Gulf of Mexico.”

Larry Lippert, GAO FBO Services
Manager said, “ The Port has taken
the critical first step by investing in
major runway improvements, it is
now time for the FBO to add the logis-
tical support required by the larger
aircraf that will be using the new
runway. We are confident that the
Galliano airport is poised for exten-
sive growth and are thrilled to be a
part of this e ort to expand the global
accessibility of our community and
Port Fourchon."

Port Makes Headlines

Louisiana Speaks Regional
Plan

In  the Louisiana Recovery
Authority’s (LRA) Louisiana Speaks
Regional Plan released in May 2007,
Port Fourchon was noted as a special
economic zone and a key economic
center for the state. The Port remained
involved in this process to make sure
that the plan did not include any policy
endorsements that would stifle devel-
opment at our port or along LA 1. The
plan also includes the entire LA 1
Project as a needed infrastructure
improvement. This document will sup-
port the need for major coastal restora-
tion and flood protection projects along
the entire Bayou Lafourche corridor.

Water Resources Development

Act of 2007

In the recently passed Water
Resources Development Act (WRDA)
of 2007 the US Army Corps of
Engineers received funding necessary
to extend dredging of Bayou Lafourche
just north of Flotation Canal. When the
Corps took over maintenance of the
Port’s channel, the Port ended north of
the E-Slip; therefore, the Corps’ dredg-
ing maintenance was su cient. Butin
recent years, the Port Commission has
expanded the Port north of the E-Slip in
the Northern Expansion development.
Since the construction of the Northern
Expansion, the section of Bayou
Lafourche between the E-Slip and
Flotation Canal has not been included
in the US Army Corps of Engineers
maintenance dredging.

Ted Falgout, Port Director said,
“The passing of WRDA would allow
the Corps to do the study necessary to
dredge Bayou Lafourche in the vicinity
of the Port’s Northern Expansion area.”
“The slips in the Northern Expansion
are built to allow larger vessel passage,
and it is critical for the Corps to extend
their maintenance dredging to
Flotation Canal to allow these larger
vessels beter access to the Northern
Expansion,” continues Falgout.
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Waterfront Property in the Northern Expansion in High Demand

As Port Fourchon continues to be
a strategic player in the emergent Gulf
of Mexico oil and gas production and
exploration activities, construction in
our Northern Expansion is trying to
keep up with the high demand of
waterfront property in the Port.

Another 3,000 linear feet of bulk-
head along Slip B in the Northern
Expansion at a cost of almost $12 mil-
lion is in the beginning stages of con-
struction. (Shown in red in the map
below.) This project is mostly funded
by Louisiana Port Priority Grant
monies with the Port Commission
funding 10% of that cost. Even though
construction of this waterfront proper-
ty will most likely not be complete for
18 — 24 months, it is already leased
out to Cal Dive, Deep Marine
Technologies, Tiger Tanks, and Expert
Riser Solutions.

Davie Breaux, Port Director of
Operations said, “The engineers and
contractors for these bulkhead proj-
ects have been chosen, soil analysis
have been done, and construction
should begin on these projects in the
next few months.”
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Breaux continues, “The demand
for waterfront property in the Port is
great. We are building it as fast as we
can to accommodate the needs of the
oil and gas industry.”

Adjacent to Expert Risers’ new
waterfront property is 1,400 linear feet
of waterfront property leased by Gulf
O shore Logistics (GOL) as shown in
orange in the map below. Gulf
O shore Logistics has contracted with

an engineer to design and build the
bulkhead. All design specifications of
the bulkhead are being approved by
the Port Commission to make sure
that the quality of the bulkhead is in
conjunction with the quality of bulk-
head throughout the Port.

Logistics’ waterfront property is also
in plans for construction at a cost of $5
million as shown in green on the map
below. So far, this property is not
under lease and should be bulkhead-
ed in the next two years.

The Northern Expansion construc-
tion continues as the Port Commission
is actively preparing for construction
of a Slip C. This slip will be approxi-
mately 7,000 linear feet long by 700
feet wide. The permit application is
nearly complete and will be turned in
to the US Army Corps of Engineers
and the Louisiana Department of
Natural Resources for the construction
and mitigation of this slip. Soon afer
the permits are granted, the initial
phase of bucket dredging will take
place. Slip C should be dredged by
2009.

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Port in Excellent Financial Condition

According to Annual Audit

The Greater Lafourche Port
Commission received an “unqualified
opinion” by Lanaux and Felger
Certified Public Accountants for the
2006 financial audit.

Operating revenues from leases
are the Port Commission’s primary
means of funding its ongoing opera-
tions. Lease revenues are generated
from land and improvements either
owned by the Port Commission or
leased to the Port Commission by third
party landowners. Annual operating
revenues grew by 9.7% to $12.8 million
over 2005 and is the highest in the
port’s history. Another source of rev-
enue includes capital grants which
totaled over $7 million with grants for
emergency repairs slightly exceeding
$5.7 million.

The major projects completed in 2006
were:

2007 Budgetary Highlights

The Port’s 2007 budget projects
operating revenues to increase by 24%.
Ted Falgout, Port Director said, “The
reason for the increase is due to the
projected completion of the two
Northern Expansion bulkhead con-
struction projects in mid 2007. The
bulkhead project area was completely
leased out before the construction was
complete.”

Scheduled increases to operational
expenses are expected primarily to
increased usage of landowner proper-
ty along with local inflationary costs
that have prevailed in the post Katrina
environment.

Capital budget dollars of $16.5
million are expected to produce 6,000
feet of new port bulkhead. $8.9 mil-
lion of capital budget dollars are to be
invested in airport infrastructure
increasing both runway and industrial
park capabilities. To assist in these
capital projects, $15.6 million is expect-
ed in grant funding from outside
sources.

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Port’s Bayou Clean Up
Partnership Becomes
Model Project

The Port Commission along with
the United States Coast Guard and
Federal Emergency Management
Agency (FEMA) recently completed a
successful Bayou Lafourche debris
clean up project. Numerous sunken
vessels, decrepit wharves, broken pil-
ings and other debris were removed
from Bayou Lafourche as well an
underwater obstructions in Belle Pass.
The removal process was done by a
U.S. Coast Guard contractor which
was funded by FEMA.

The Port Commission’s Harbor
Police department facilitated the part-
nership between the government agen-
cies to plan this project, as well as
assisted in the debris removal process.
Captain Larry Terry of the Harbor
Police said, “Our harbor police depart-
ment identified the areas that needed
clean up and communicated with the
local people to get permission waivers
signed which made the process much
easier for the Coast Guard to come in
and do the necessary clean up work.
Once Coast Guard was here, Harbor
Police also provided vehicle and
marine tra ¢ control to aid in the
process.”

According to Lieutenant Thomas
Munoz of the U.S. Coast Guard, this
project will be a model used to demon-
strate how government agencies can
work together for a common goal.
Lieutenant Munoz said, “The way the
Port Fourchon Harbor Police handled
the afermath of the storms as it applies
to handling of debris and vessel sal-
vage was in my opinion very success-
ful. The model for recovery that they
implored will be used as a best prac-
tices throughout the state.”

Ted Falgout, Port Director said,
“We are proud to have been able to cre-
ate this partnership with FEMA and
the Coast Guard to help beautify
Bayou Lafourche and to make naviga-
tion easier. We are pleased that our
collaboration will be an example to
communities on how to partner
together to get things done.”
